United First Parish Church (UFPC), “Church of the Presidents,” of Quincy, Massachusetts, seeks a dynamic part time Director of Religious Education (DRE) to lead our religious education program for children and youth. 
 
We are a welcoming and theologically diverse spiritual community with a history that stretches back more than 375 years. Our small, vibrant congregation is committed to spiritual growth, creative expression, freedom of thought, and social justice. UFPC is located in Quincy Center and is accessible by public transportation via the Red Line, commuter rail, and bus. 

In collaboration with the Religious Education Committee, the DRE will be responsible for developing and coordinating the Unitarian Universalist Religious Education program for approximately 25 children and youth. Duties include program design and curriculum selection, volunteer recruitment and support, and serving as a leader in multigenerational worship. The DRE would work with and report to our Senior Minister, Rev. Rebecca Froom. 
 
Our current Religious Education program includes:
· Sunday morning RE programming for children from preschool through middle school. 
· Sunday morning child care for babies and toddlers
· Message for All Ages delivered in Sunday morning worship and periodic multigenerational services, including a Nativity Tableau in December
· Our Whole Lives (OWL) Program for grades seven to nine, next offered in 2019-2020
· Coming of Age Program for early adolescents, next offered in 2018-2019
· Youth group for teens
· Multigenerational presence at congregational events & periodic social events for families 

Qualifications:
· Excellent interpersonal and communication skills with children, youth, and adults
· Previous experience working with children or youth
· Familiarity with Unitarian Universalism and alignment with UU values
· Ability to innovate and work collaboratively as we consider new possibilities for the future of our Religious Education program
· College degree in education, world religions, or another applicable field, preferred 

The position is part-time, 18 hours per week. Compensation is commensurate with education, experience, and credentialing level, and is in line with the fair compensation guidelines of the Unitarian Universalist Association. Professional expense and limited benefits are offered. The position will begin in Summer 2018 on a date that works well for the new DRE and the church.
